LUNCTIME ACTIVITY RESOURCES

Thank you so much for all the lovely resources that have come into the school office the last few
weeks.

We are still in need of even more loom bands (the children are thoroughly enjoying creating with
them), any stickers, beads/thread for jewellery making and any other craft materials. Also any
outdoor activity game like sets-bats and balls or skittles.

Year 1

This week Year 1 have been inventing their own stories. Every story has a main character so they have chosen
their main character for their story and decided where they would like their story to be set.

In maths they have been continuing to look at ways to divide amounts and solving problems such as - How many
division facts can you make from 20? E.g. 20 + 10 = 2, 20 +~ 5 = 4 etc. Next week they will be starting their fraction
topic where they learn that a half is one whole split into two equal parts.

In science they have been continuing to look at the properties of materials and this week
they focussed on finding materials which are waterproof.

This week Year 2 have been learning to tell the time to fifteen minutes e.g. ‘quarter past’,
‘quarter to’ and how to draw the hands on a clock face to show these times. Next week they
will be learning to order times e.g. ‘quarter past 2’, ‘half past 3’, ‘6
o’clock’ etc.

In writing, they have learnt to retell the Julia Donaldson story ‘The Snail and the
Whale.” See if they can impress you and other family members by retelling the story
this weekend.

In reading they have been putting their previously learnt scanning skills to the test by
using them to retrieve information from a text. They have been doing this by thinking about the key words in a
question and what they may be scanning for. For example, if the question was ‘What did the monkey eat for
dinner?’ before the children tried to answer the question, they were taught to identify some key words they may
scan for (e.g. monkey, dinner) along with the type of word they were scanning for (e.g. type of food). They made a
brilliant start to this and will continue improving these skills next week.

Year 3

Year 3 have enjoyed some sunny afternoons over at Redhill Park this week investigating forces and identifying
trees. There have been lots of discussions about gravity, friction, air resistance and momentum, so next time you
are in the park, see what forces you can investigate together! In Maths Year 3 have been learning about

time. Please practise telling the time at home, using 12 and 24 hour clocks as it is a very important life skill!

Year 4

In Year 4 in English the children will be creating their own digital books about a Victorian Wonderland. They
will be using an iPad to type text, add pictures and sound in order to bring their stories to life.

In Maths they will be continuing to look at measures and will be applying their skills in order to solve a range of
problems in different contexts.

If you would like to help on Year 4’s trip to Swanage on Wednesday 5t April, please come and talk to the Year 4
teachers as soon as possible.

Year 5

Next week in Year 5 the children will be continuing their learning on long multiplication in maths and applying
this skill to real life problems. In English, the children will be promoting their Carnival experience to other year
groups to encourage them to come and join our South American themed party. To do this they will learn
persuasive techniques and have a go at filming an advert. On Wednesday afternoon, the children will perform
their dance to another year group in the hall and have an opportunity to share their learning. If possible it would
be great if the children could bring in a brightly coloured item of clothing on Wednesday as this will complement
their hand made masks perfectly.
